Bioterrorism Preparedness Training for Community Health Center

Physicians, Mid-Level Practitioners and Nurses

On March 6, 2003, one physician and one mid-level practitioner or nurse from Council of Community Clinics member health centers will be trained to become their clinic’s local expert on bioterrorism preparedness. The purpose of this train-the-trainer class is to provide a turnkey curriculum that the providers will use to train other physicians, mid-level practitioners and nurses at their respective sites about early detection and response.  

Topics that will be covered in the curriculum include:

· Signs and symptoms of a potential biological outbreak

· Information about anthrax, smallpox, plague and other biological agents

· Clinic reporting procedures in case of suspicious symptoms

· How to protect staff and patients
