Train-the-Trainer Classes for Community Health Workers & Community Leaders 

The Council of Community Clinics is assuring that San Diego County residents are prepared in the event of a bioterrorist event. The CCC is conducting a series of 4-hour classes to train 120 community health workers and neighborhood leaders who will then teach 50 – 100 other individuals how to be prepared in a terrorist or other emergency.

San Diego’s community clinics treat an ethnically and culturally diverse population of low income, uninsured individuals of all ages. A goal of the Train-the-Trainer Classes for Community Health Workers & Community Leaders is to provide information in a manner that is relevant and useful to clinic patients, their families and neighbors.

Training sessions will be held at community clinics and other nonprofit agencies in six regions throughout San Diego County. The 4-hour training session will provide information to help prepare members of the community to be prepared in the event of a bioterrorist emergency. 

Topics to be covered include:

· How to recognize biological threats & chemical agents, hazards & symptoms

· How to prepare your home, family and community 

· How emergency response would occur in your community

· Who to call, where to go, and what to do in a biological emergency

· Community resources and services
